Tbailand remains ol the Priority Watch List in 2015. The United States notes Thailand's stated

desire to i:nprove IPR protection and sforcement. At the same tine, IPR enforcenent does not

seem to be a top priority for Thai law enforcelnent and poor cooldinalion amotrg goveltrmeDt

entities has seen limited improvemeEt despite the Iaunch of the National IPR Center of

Enforcemerrt in 2013 . The United States urges Thailand to do more to address longstandhg

orgrflizationdl cballenges to en-forcement and to prioritize IPR enforcement The Thai

governEent took sweral legislative ste.ps i12014, including an amsldlxetlt to the Customs Act

that provides Thai Customs ofEcers with ax o.;fcio authority to suspend and seize illegal goods

in transit, as well as copyright law amendments to address unauthorized camcordi::g'

Unfortuaately, the Thai government i.n drafting several of the amendmetrts failed to give weight



to concerrrs explessed by foreigr. governments and industry on prior drafts of the law. As a

result" the anendments omit a much-needed landlord liability provrsion, and do not provide

adequate protections against the circumvention of technologicai protection measures a:rd the

uouoftsd2gd nedification of righis management idormatioo, or address procedural obstacles to

enforcemenl against illegal camcording. Anofter Copgigbt Act anendment, introduciag an

option for ngbls hoiders to obtain a court order to force onhne serr.ice providers to take down

bfringi:rg conten! has resulted in a lack of clarity in the operatiol of the notice-and-takedown

procedures. Rigbts holders also express concems regardi:rg pe,ndilg legislation iBposing coffetrt

quota restictions a:rd the unintended effects from data and cyber security laws. It will be critical

for Thai authorities to eDgage closely with foreig! goverDments aad industry as 1tri5 and other

legislation takes shape. Other concems includ,e a bacldog in pending patent applications,

widespread use ofurlicensad software ia botL the public aad private sectors, Srowing lnternet-

based coplright piracy, rampant trademark counterfeiting, lengtly civil IPR proceedings and low

civil damages, and extensive catle and satellite sigE-al theft" The United States contiflres to

encourage Thailand to provide an effective slstern for prctecting against the u::fair commercial

use, as well as ulaudrorized disclosure, oftest or otler data generated to obtain marketing

approval for pharmaceutical a:rd agriculh:ral chemical produ.cts. The United States urges

Thailand to engage in a meaningful and tra::sparent manner with all relevant stakebolders,

including IPR owners, as it considers ways to address Thailand's public heaith challenges, while

maintaining a patent system that promotes innovation.

The IPR Working Group, established by Presideni Obama and Prime

Midster Modi, operutes uoder the auspices of the United Stat€s-India Trade Policy Forum,

which exists to facilitate the enbancement of or:r overall bilateral tade relationsbip. lo our

bilateral dialogue, {re United States is working with India to foster arr environm.ent i}at will
enable India to achieve its importa:rt domestic po)icy goals ofjlcreasing investment and

stimulati:rg imovation tbrougb, not at the exPense ol IPR protection and enJorcement.
