1, QUAIIFICATIONS

will become bridges of friendship betr.veen your cormtry and Japan tluougb study in Japaa and vho will contribute to

fle development ofboth munhies and the wider world.

(l) Nationality:

However, persons with dual nationality who hold Japanese nationaLity and rvhose

place ofresidence at the time of application is outside ofJapar are eligibie to apply

as long as they give up their Japanese nationality and choose the nationaliS of the

foreigu country by the date oftheir arriwl in Japan- Applicant screening will be

conducted ai the Japanese Embassy or Consulate'

(2) Age: Not more than 35 years old (musx be bom on or after April 2, 1982)'

(3) Academic and career Background: Applicanls must be graduates ofuniversities or teacher haioing schools and

have worked as teachers at primary/secondary educational iDstitutious or teacher

haining schools (excluding universities) in their home mtntries for five vegrs in

roral as ofApril 1,2017. In-sewice university faculty inembers are not eligible.

(4) Japanese Language Ability: Applicanb must be keen to leam Japanes€. Applicants must be interested in Japan

and be keen to deepen their understanding ofJapan after arriving in Japan

Applicants must also have the ability to do research ard adapt to iivirg in Japan.

(5) Healft: Applicants must be tee liom any mental or physical disability that would be an

impediment to the pusuit of str'rdy in Japanese Univenity'

(6) ,Arival in Japan: Applicanls rnust be able to arrive in Jaoan bv the desisnated period (usually

October) betwr*n the day two rveeks before the course starts and the first day of

the course. (Ifd.re applicant arrives in Japan before fiis period for personal reasons'

travel ex?eff€s to Japan will not be paid. Lxcluding cases ofrunvoidable

circumstances, ifthe applicant cannot arrive in Japan by the end o fthe designated

period the applicant must withdraw the offer.)

@ Those who are cirrently effolled at a Japaaese university with a 'College Stttdenf' residence status; those

snrolled, or scheduled to be snrolled, at a Japanese university as a privately financed intemational shrdent

durhg the period when the scholanhip application was filed in the home counky until prior to the stad ofthe

provision of the scholarship;

@ Recipients ofscholarships fom instihrtions other than MEXT (including govemment irutitutions in fheir

home countries) that overlapping with the Japanese Govemment Scholarship after anival in Japan.;

@ Holders of dual natjonality at the time of application who camot veri$ that they give up Japanese nationality

by the time ofthe arrival in Japan.

2. PLACEMEM AND SPECT{LIZED TRAINING AT UI]IIIERSITIES

(2) MEXT, in .mnsultation with the univeFities concemed will decide on the universiry where each recipient

shall be enrolled by taking into consideration his/her Japanese language ability and specialized counes he/she

wishes to take. Ob.jectioff regarding univenity placement will not be accepted.

(3) The haining at rurivenities will be conducted in Japanase or English in principle. Language(s) used in each

course can be confirm edil;."Cowse Guide ofkacher Tiaining Program. "
(4) The recipient students whose Japanese larguage ability is insuficient shall take Japanese{anguage education in

a Jap,anese language study course at the appointed uniyercity or at a uiversity designated by MEXT. Japanese

Janguage education is generally provided for six months at the begiruring ofthe program, but some oftle

acceoting universities may conduct Japanese language education paalJel to the training.

(5) The training mainly consists ofeducational adminishation (exar,rples: educational administration and filance,

school management), educational methods (examples: classroom teaching, leaming systern theory curriculurn,

and educational assessment), specialized subject research (examples: mathematics, physics, chemistr,v, and

gymnastics), and obsewational tours and practice (examples: class obsewalions, participation in special

educational activities, and toLrs ofeducational research frcilities). Guidance plans may be organized flexibly

according to the research themes the students wish to shrdy

(6) A recipient who has completed a specified course at the univenity concemed will be given a certificate.

However,lhe purpose ofthis scholarship progrdm is not to obtain a dipioma. Therefore, a recipient carmot be

enrolled in an rmdergnduate course at a rmiversitlr or a master's or a doctorate cowse at a g"duale school as a

Japanese-govenment-sponsored intemational sh.rdent during this program or riglrt after its completion. (t is not

either admitted for a recipient to eruoll as privately firanced students in an undergraduate coulse at a university or

a master's degree or doctoral course at a graduate school. If the recipient should be enmlled in such a coune, the

recipient will be required to pay back the entire amourf ofthe schola$hip money retmactive to the start ofthe

scholarship palment.)

3. TERM OF SCHOLARSHIP

The term is the period nec€ssary to complete each univenitl''s training course and should be between October 2017

(or the starting month ofthe course) and March 2019. Extension of the term is not permitted.



4. SCI IOLARSHIP BENEFITS

(In case that therecipient researches in a designated region,2,000 or

3,000 yen per month will be added. The monetary amount each year may be subject to change

due to budgetary reasons) The scholarship is cancelled in princ.iple ifthe recipient is absent

tom the wiversity for ar exlended period.

@ The recipient violaGs any Japanese laws and is sentenc€d to imprisonment with or without

work for life or for a period ofexceeding I year;

@ The recipient is subjected to disciplinary action by the university, including erpuJsion (lhe

scholarship pal,rnent may be stopped during the period up util pturishmenr is decided by the

urivenitY.);

@ It has been determined that it will be impossible for the recipient to complete the study course

within the standard time period because ofpoor academic gradeq, suspension or absent fiom the

universitY,

@ The recipient's status has been changed into one other than 'College Str.rdend' as defined jn the

Appended Table I-4 of the Inmigation Aot;

@ The recipient has received a scholarship from another institution (exciuding those specified as

being for research expenditrxes).

5. SELECTION

(l) Tlre Embassy ofJapan will canl out the primary selection ofapplicants by means ofa review ofthe submitted

documents, a writtan examination (subject: Japanese, English) and an interview'

!q!9: In order to judge the level of language education needed lor successful candidates after their arrival in Japan,

written exadinations in Japanese will be given for reference pnrposes at the time o{the primary selection.

(2) Results ofthe primary selection rvill be notified on March 3, 2017.

(3) Applicants whs pass the primary selection rvill be recommended by the Embassy ofJapan to MEXT.

(4) MEXT will conduct the secondary (final) selection of the applicarts recommended by the Embasqy of Japan

and determine lhe scholarship recipients.

(5) Results ofihe secondary (lara)) selection will be notified on a date separately designated by the Embassy of

JaPa..

7. NOTES

(1) The recipient is advised to leam, before departing for Japarl the Japanese language and to acquire some

infomration about Japanese weather, climate, custons, and university education in Japarq as well as about the

diference between the Japanew legal system and tbat ofhis4rer home counfy'

(2) As the first installrnent of tle scholars,hip pa).rnent carurot be provided immediately upon the recipient's anirzl,

the recipient should bring at least approximately US $2,000 or the equivalent thereof to cover immediate needs after

arrival in Japan

(3) Recipient must enroll in National Health Insurance (f{[II) upon arrival in Japan

(4) Accornm odations:

O Residence halls for intemational students prcvided by universities'

Some universities have residence halls for intemational sh-ldents. The recipients enrolled at such univenities

ma1, reside at these residence halls under certain conditions. However, due to the limited number ofrooms,

some ofthese facilities may be unavaiiable.

@ Pdyate boarding houses or aparhnents:

Those who are unable to find accomnodation in the aforementioned facilities may live in regular dormitories of

the university or in private boarding housedapartments



(5)All expenses incured by the presence ofdependents must be bomeby the grantee. He/She is advised to take into

consideration the various dificulties and great expense that will be involved in finding housing for them. Therefore,

those who want to accornpany their families are well advised to come alone fust and let them come after suitable

accommodation has been found.

(6) Infonnation regarding the recipienl (name, gender, birthdate, nationaliry, accePtiDg univeniry, graduate school/

undergraduate school. specialty, period ofenrollrnent, career path after completion ofcourse, contact inforaation

[address, telephone nLunber, e-mail address]) may be shared with relevant govemment organizations for ihe

purpose ofthe use ofthe information in intemational student exchange programs (support during period ofstudy,

follow-up, improvement ofthe international shrdent system) implemented by the Japanese Govemment.

Inforrnation regarding tlre recipient other than date ofbirth arLd contact information may be opened to the public

after study in Japan in order to introduce the activities of retuming recipients around the world in materjals

produced by the Japarese Coverrunent as publicity for promoling the acceptarce of intemational studenis in Japan

These matters are included in the Pledge stipulating rules and regulations which MEXT Scholarship recipients must

comply with and submit when they have been granted tbe Scholanhip. Excluding exceptional circumstances, only

those concuning rvith these conditions will be accepted as MEXT Scholarship recipients and will be granted the

Scholarship.
